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President’s Report

It is with pleasure that | present to you my report as President for the year ending 31 March 2010. It has been a
tough season in many parts of the country with prolonged dry periods severely affecting production, particularly on
farms that don't feed any extra other than hay & silage. While the country is now pretty much green again, there is
no abundance of grass going into the winter. With favourable winter conditions most will be able to put this erratic
season behind them and look forward to better things next season. We can all live in hope of this.

Our Centennial year has now passed, and with pleasing reports on some of the animals sold at the Centenary
Sale.

Thank you to all those members that have strived to improve production with herd averages up to 563 kg milksolids.
Probably the best way of being recognised by fellow dairy farmers as a real contender in the dairy scene is by achieving
high production not only per cow, but also per hectare, achievable by good feeding and breeding. Special mention
should be made to Colleen Vincent and Bill King of Karnea Ayrshires, with three new individual age group sale records
at their recent dispersal sale.

Thank you to all those that have put our Ayrshire cow out in front of the public, and congratulations to all those that
have taken out the prestigious awards. Also thank you to all contenders in the Greenlane & Fredrickson Trophy
competitions for young handlers and entrants in the Ayrshire Young Judge Competition for the Arran Trophy.

Semayr continues to be an asset to our organisation, showing a net surplus of $68,665, while not as successful in
the past in the area of having a newly proven graduate to overtake one of our highest three bulls in Brody, Jarmo &
Phillip. Once again have seen some BW conversion problems with some of the overseas bulls.

The Ace Herd has had a huge turn around of approximately $250,000. This was expected as the costs of setting up
with the bigger herd in the South Island was a one-off cost. Also a huge turnaround in the empty rate within the herd
this season has also paid dividends. Well done to all those involved in the Ace herd and management.

The extra income from Semayr and the turn around within the Ace herd has helped the ! nancial position of the Association
and has put us back on the right side of the ledger showing a small overall prolt of approximately $18,000.

The World Ayrshire Federation has been very quiet this past year, although they did have a display at the Madison
World Dairy Expo last October. There is to be an Executive meeting this October, where | would expect to get an
update and also some questions answered.

The Association’s membership has remained steady for the year at 368 members.

The of! ce has again run very smoothly, coming off the extra workload of the Centenary year. Thank you to Pam Allison
for making all this happen, not only for you as members but also for the Board commitments as well.

| wish to thank all members who have gone out of their way to help in the promotion of our Ayrshire breed.

Thank you also to the Board for their continued commitment to the Ayrshire breed and their support over this past 12
months. It was pleasing to see Brian Hutchings & Stewart Riley making themselves available again for the Board for
the next three years - thank you to you both.

To the members who have suffered bereavements during the past year | offer you the sympathy and condolences
of the Association and membership.

It is encouraging to be able to launch the New Zealand Dairy Red Herd Book at this Annual Conference. This is a
joint venture between ourselves and the New Zealand Milking Shorthorn Association, allowing the registration into
the New Zealand Dairy Red Herd Book of animals of other red dairy breeds not previously eligible for registration as
pedigree animals in New Zealand.

It is with this continued support for the breed and Association that we as a breed will be there for
future generations to bene! t from. We may be relatively small in numbers within the dairy population in New Zealand,
but we do punch well above our weight.

Convenor’s Reports

SEMAYR BREEDING SERVICES

This past year has been a pro! table one for Semayr $68,665 but a disappointing one with no new graduates exceeding
150 BW. The closest to that ! gure is Skyline Mustang with a current BW of 146/62. We also have one other bull still
from that year that is currently at 121/66. We consider that for breed improvement in the production area we need
to be close to 20 BV or better for protein. Mustang is at 23. Our other bulls at that level are Jarmo and Phillip with
their protein at 24 and Brody at 20. Other bulls that we have marketed in the past with a protein BV of over 20 are
Julli at 22 and Omatunto at 25 BV.

The next crop of bulls to gain their proof next season are sired by Omatunto (6), Phillip (5), Joh Joe, Mike, Nocturno,
Peps Boy, Blaze (2), Edberg, Jaavi, Kisko, Irish Limerick (1).

Of the young bulls that were used for progeny testing this last season, all but one bull produced semen. The one that
didn’'t had a severe outbreak of spring eczema.

The latest intake of bulls for progeny testing this coming spring would be the best lineup of bulls on size that we
have had. Some of this is due to the fact that several are autumn born and are just that much more mature. We are
expecting semen from all of them without any problems.

Semen sales this past season were down on the proven sires and up on the unproven bulls.
Proven bull semen 25,500 straws
Unproven bull semen 9,000 straws

| consider that proven bull semen sales were down mainly due to the predicted payout of $4.50. The young bull
semen sold out, probably due to the price reduction down to $4.00 per straw for the No Choice Pack. We have again
this year left the No Choice Pack at $4.00 per straw. It is obviously important for the breed to have these young sires
proven, and the best way of doing this is by having all the semen sold, hence the price reduction.

We have again experienced BW conversion problems, which has affected some of the Finnish proven bulls and two
of our young bulls sired by those bulls. This time on the latest Interbull ! les all information has been lost on certain
bulls, and therefore a default !gure has been used.

We have no further information on genomic selection other than money has been collected for this purpose and we
will know more over the next few months.

Bull Farm: Last winter was the ! rst winter we were able to get through feeding no supplement at all to the bulls. Going
into this winter the farm is looking well with a good buildup of grass. Our stock numbers are down on last year and
this will also help over the winter period. TB testing was recently carried out on all bulls 2 years & older and the TB
result was negative - always a pleasing result. Minor fence reconstruction was needed following the TB test. The
steel yards are very much an asset when handling these bigger bulls The weeds have again been sprayed and the
overall appearance of the farm is much improved from when we initially took it over. The Quotable Value valuation
on this property has lifted, while most valuations in the area have decreased. A working bee has been booked in to
generally check all fences, replace two troughs and continue tidying up the property.

In conclusion, it has been a staisfactory year, with pro! tability up over $50,000. The downside has been no new
bulls over 150 BW. However, we are con! dent with the next crop as there are sons of Omatunto and Phillip making
up almost half of that years intake. The success of our breed is over to us. Breeding decisions are important, we
are compared as a breed to the other breeds through our animal evaluation system. Farmers compare us on these
Ig ures, we need to compete in this area.

Once again, the Animal Evaluation base for the New Zealand dairy animal is being updated from 1995 to 2000 born
animal base. This means a BW drop across all breeds of 41 BW units. This happens 12 June (now). Our breeding
decisions need to be positive ones.

The Semayr Board consisting of Alastair Thomson, Pete McFall, Stewart Riley, Roger Hutchings & myself are all very
mindful of the requirements of the New Zealand dairy farmer and what is required for future years - animals that are
able to produce at a high level while remaining completely functional throughout their working life.

The Finance Committee consists of Gordon Glentworth, Diarmid Somerville, Stewart Riley and myself.

Ace Farm: Pro!t & Loss accounts show a net trading pro!t of $15,745. This is after stock revaluation of $38,150
and an administation fee paid to Ayrshire of $4,461. Net trading pro! t also is before depreciation which shows in the
Association accounts. The main points of interest are:

(i) Vehicle expenses up due to tractor repairs of some $15,000.

(i) Lease payment of $11,250 (being half) not invoiced in this Inancial year so needs to be provided for in

budget for 2010/11 season.

Semayr: Semayr has shown good results with a net surplus of $68,665 this being after administration fee paid to Ayrshire
of $10,225. This is compared to a net surplus last 'nancial year of $16,875. Increased pro!ts mainly due to:

(i) No semen purchases overseas semen compared to $37,370 previous year.

(i) Royalties paid also half previous year $17,317 versus $35,566.

(iii) Mortgage interest down some $10,000 due to reduced interest rates.

Ayrshire Ofl ce: Ayrshire Association posted income of $77,337 giving amalgamated Income of $161,746. This
before Of! ce expenses and Depreciation of $143,882 combined. Overall result a net surplus of $17,864 transferred
to accumulated funds.

Balance Sheet: Net assets/members funds increased from $698,000 to $759,000 due mainly to increase in valuation
on Bull Farm and increase in stock numbers Ace herd.

This ! nancial year was always going to be hard and even with the surplus in real terms overstated $11,250 due to
the lease payment this overall has been a pleasing result. With the ! nancial year ! nishing in March and the deferred
payments on an improving payout pushed forward to the new ! nancial year, the payout outlook for the next couple
of years, increased stock numbers with a high percentage of young stock, along with the new revised lower order
sharemilking contract, the way forward is looking quite promising.

This top price was at the Karnea Stud’'s complete Dispersal Sale held on 7 May, the Stud Masters
being Mrs Colleen Vincent and Mr Bill King. Other top results were achieved at the Kowhai Dispersal sale, Fairleigh
Ayrshire Selection sale and the Lodore Annual sale. | would like to congratulate the vendors on their presentations,
and wish the buyers all the best with their purchases. For the Ayrshire breed, the sale of good quality females is the
best way of getting Ayrshires into the national herd. To all vendors, keep up the good work.

We attended the Dairy Event in Fielding this year. The Association had a stand at the show. The display included
static material, plus a revolving video explaining the attributes of having Ayrshire cows. It is our intention to be present
on the Alpha Nominated site at the National Fieldays this winter. It is hoped we can help promote Semayr bulls more
vigorously.

Advertising has been done, with bi-monthly adverts in the Dairy Exporter. We have also placed some support adverts
in publications where there are articles on Ayrshires, or Ayrshire breeders. Pam has produced 2 bulletins which were
well done, and both made a prolt.

The Alpha Nominated Scenic Snapshot Competition had 34 entries, which was very good. The Under 16 age group
class had no entries. The PGG Wrightsdon All New Zealand Photo Competition had 54 entries, slightly down on
previous years. The Zinpro Somatic Cell Competition had 10 entries. | would encourage members not to forget this
important milk quality competition. It is good quality milk that we are paid for.

I would like members to always remember to keep a professional image when representing the breed. This
representation could be in the form of taking part in shows, attending industry meetings or at local discussion group
events. Members are a window to the breed, and affect how we are viewed by the public and our peers.

For the Production Awards, monitoring is done on a BW/PW comparison. Some herd owners were asked to supply
additional information to the Committee. | am pleased to say this was supplied without exception, and that everything
was found to be in order.

ACE HERD

With the second season on the Clinton farm almost completed we can now draw some comparisons from the previous
year. Production is up by 5%, a favourable ! gure, one which was hampered by poor pasture cover, only 1750 kg at
the start of August, plus the earlier calving cows were kept very tight in early lactation that resulted in them not really
‘peaking’ when they should have.

Mating went very well this season with 9% empty in the milking herd compared to last season. Four carryovers were
empty and ! ve heifers were empty also. This was a very good result compared to the previous two seasons, and no
CIDR’s were used this season. Darryn must get credit for his good management at mating time.

The Committee would like to thank Rex & Audrey Stevenson for the use of six 2 year old bulls to run with the cows
after AB and also the free lease of 30 in-calf heifers for the season, and the lease again of half these for the incoming
season.

200 cows are going out grazing this winter on silage and straw with a large covered shed to sleep in. The yearlings
have also gone out grazing, May to January. Stock numbers include 466 cows to calve, 15 of these are Stevensons.
This number has given us the option to cull a number of low producing, low PW & LW cows from the herd.

The Committee would also like to thank Bruce Eade for the countless hours doing most of the cultivation and regrassing
on the farm - a very large cost saving for the Ace Herd. Darryn & Amy Frew are staying on for next season, which is
very pleasing.
