4. No digital enhancement or alteration of animals is
permitted, however alteration of the backgound is
L acceptable.

5. Photos should not reveal the identity of the lea¥er. If a
leader is identifiable, the image will be altered to black
the leader out.

6. Photos to be entered by the owner as at 1 February
2012. Any photo entered on the owners behalf by
another party must be accompanied by written
permission of the owner.

7. Only one photo per animal per class may be entered.

8. Ayrshire New Zealand takes no responsibility for errors
with photos provided by e-mail and not accompanied
by this entry form.

9. Judging will be conducted by 3 senior judges prior to
13 April 2012, In the event of a tie an adjudicating
judge will be appointed. The points basis is as follows:

1st - 10 pts; 2nd - 8 pts; 3rd - 6 pts; 4th - 4 pts;
5th - 2 pts: 60 — 1 pt

10.In the event of a draw the entry with the most first
placings wins. If still even, count seconds and so on.

11. All entries will be displayed at the AGM and on the
Association website and will be used as the basis of a
members judging competition.
